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OPPORTUNITIES KNOCKING — ER,
DRUMMING — WITH BSYO

It seems like anywhere you go on the
Olympic College campus, there are
teachers and student, teaching and
learning.

Not unusual, you're thinking.

But this is Sunday night. And the
teachers doing the teaching aren't on
the OC payroll. And the students doing
the learning aren't old enough to be in
college.

They're actually all from the Bremerton
Symphony Youth Orchestra, and
they've spilled out from the big practice
room into makeshift rehearsal spaces in
several different OC buildings.

"We're trying to have two sectionals
per concert cycle, and we need to get
the various sections off by themselves,"
said director John Falskow between
issuing room assignments and direc-
tions to his musi-
cians, who range in
age from 9 to 19.
"We're kind of all
over the place."

That's out of neces-

sity. Since the

Bremerton Symphony Association took
the youth orchestra under its wing three
years ago — which included hiring the
Tacoma-based Falskow as its music
director — its roster has more than
doubled.

"When | got the job, there were about
30 musicians,” he said. "Right now,
we're a few above 70."

It's pretty clear that young musicians
were hungry for the kind of opportuni-
ties the BSYO creates.

"But these kids are like sponges,”
he added. "So far, they're just
soaking everything up."”

"l jumped at it," said Austin Carver, a
senior at North Kitsap High School
who's been playing trumpet in school
concert, marching and jazz bands since
he was a fifth-grader. "1 don't want to
have just one genre to play. | want to
have the chance to play as many differ-
ent kinds of music as | can.”

Nicholas Carlo, a Central Kitsap High
School junior who moved into the area
three years ago, said he felt fortunate to
find an outlet for his playing.

"When we got here, | was looking for
whatever opportunity there was for
public performance,” said Carlo, a cel-
list in the orchestra who also plays pi-
ano and violin. "I felt lucky this was
here."

For Falskow, who commutes north
from Tacoma — where he chairs the
music department, conducts the sym-
phonic band and teaches classes at Ta-
coma Community College — there are
the usual pitfalls associated with direct-
ing a youth orchestra. Musicians come
and go, changing schools, moving
away or simply growing out of their
interest.

But the swelling
roster of his or-
chestra is a bless-
ing, not a curse,
he said. He's
been helped by
numerous volunteers from the Brem-
erton Symphony who come to re-
hearsals — including those far-flung
OC sectional sessions — to serve as
mentors and coaches to their young
counterparts.

The commitment of the young musi-
cians never has been a problem, ei-
ther. Already saddled with school-
work, jobs and other outside activi-
ties, they willingly find the time.

"I love doing it," said South Kitsap jun-
ior Megan McCormick, who fits the

orchestra (she plays oboe) into a sched-
ule that already includes dance classes,
instrumental and vocal classes at school
and community theater. "It sounds
corny, but my whole life revolves
around music. | couldn’'t imagine not
doing this."”

As the number of musicians in the or-
chestra rises, Falskow said, so does the
level of musicianship they bring with
them.

"I think it's a testiment to the music
education available around here," he
said. "In most places, string education
especially tends to be pretty splotchy.
Orchestra programs tend to get less at-
tention."

One of his biggest challenges, he said,
is programming music that will interest
but not overwhelm his players.

"It's such a tricky dance with students,"”
he said. "You make it too easy, and
they might get bored. But if it's too
hard, they feel defeated.

"But these kids are like sponges," he
added. "So far, they're just soaking eve-

rything up."
They're also making the OC campus an
extremely busy place on Sunday nights.
